Smarter for Business Act, 2019. Schedule 13 addresses the Ministry of Heritage,
Sport, Tourism and Culture lndustries and includes the following proposed changes to
the Public Libraries Act:

. Currently, undersubsection 10 (1) of the Public LibrariesAct, a person must be

a Canadian citizen to qualify to be appointed as a member of a public library
board. The section is amended to provide that a person who is a permanent
resident of Canada may also qualify to be appointed as a member of a board.

Currently, subsection 16 (1) of the Act requires public library boards to hold
regular meetings once a month for at least 10 months each year. The
subsection is re-enacted to require boards to hold a minimum of four regular
meetings in each year.

Discussion ensued. Board members supported the proposed changes, in principle,
but were cautious about reducing the required number of Board meetings in a year.
